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A group of visible objects makes aware of invisible.
The air cannot be seen, but we see things beyond the air.
By seeing an object, we can feel the air.

Light can be recognized when it is reflected by an object. Reflection of
light comes into our eyes. Colors emerges as light reflects.

Water itself is transparent. It can be only brought into life when light
reflects. But when water carries movement, or includes impurity in itself,
then it becomes visible.

We hope that glass can play such a role. Making aware of its existence by
creating an aura of the air and by reflecting the light. It doesn't stand out by

itself, but plays its own role peacefully in a given space.

That is a kind of design fresco aims to create.
